We are one of only four Irish primary schools to be awarded one.  A flag is no surprise at our school- we proudly display five Green Flags on a daily basis, as well as a “Green Homes” Flag. This Irish Flag was awarded in recognition for our dedication to promoting Gaeilge in the day to day running of the school ‘...an Ghaeilge a choimeád beo agus a úsáid go nádúrtha sa scoil.' A diligent and passionate committee of pupils, parents and teachers met regularly to keep the momentum going and shape the direction and targets of the campaign. One of its greatest contributions was the creation of our motto (an Mana) 
'Tír gan teanga, 
Tír gan anam, 
Scoil gan Ghaeilge, 
Scoil gan Chroí'    
Using Gaeilge became a lot of fun and was heard and seen all around the school. We have already started preparing for the next Gaelbhratach in two years time. If you would like to join our committee, please contact me. Go raibh maith agat!
Many thanks to all who contributed to our Readalong.  A total of €1,841 was collected which has been lodged into our M.U.G.A. Fund.  There are still a small number of cards not returned. Please return them ASAP. Thanks. It is great that our MUGA Fund has now started. We are looking at doing a major fundraiser next year and the following year, as it will not come cheap. We are also exploring the availability of grants. Keep an eye on the BOM Agreed Reports and the weekly Imlitir for updates.

Sixth Class Tour: Just to remind parents in advance that this tour is usually more expensive than all other classes. The theory behind it was that children would put aside some of their Confirmation money to fund it. This does not always happen, for a variety of reasons. For the past few years it has been an overnight tour. In January we will be sending home a questionnaire with three different options and asking for your views, before a final decision is made in relation to this year’s tour.

Musical Instruments Rental: We have reduced the rentals for violins and flutes from €40 to €30 as the school year has already started. Please contact the school if you have not received your refund. Next year it will be €40 but they will be rented available from the beginning of the school year. We are still looking to buy second-hand flutes. If you have one which you are willing to sell to the school, please contact me. The rental scheme was started by a generous donation from one of our families and I would like to take this opportunity of thanking that family. A Music Fund has been set up to cover expenses associated with our Banna/Band and Cór/Choir (busses, musical instruments, music stands, props, costumes etc.) A Musical is planned for April and the funds for that will be ring-fenced for the Music Fund.

Sensory and Activities Room: A big thank you to the Murray family who donated a treadmill to our new room. We are currently pricing other equipment and hope to have the room in action by the end of January.
